The tournament will be a scramble.
There will be both a men’'s division and awomen’'s division.
President’ s Cup Points will be awarded to each division individually.

President’ s Cup Points will be awarded to the lowest scoring ranking team from each
corporation. Each team will play one eighteen hole round.

Each team consists of four (4) players.

Companies may enter as many teams as desired.

The best ball on each series of shots will be selected and played by all team members.
Each team will only have ONE score recorded.

Should the first, second or third putter not hole out and by force of habit taps their
next putt into the hole, it will be scored a complete hole.

In case of atie, score cardswill be compared beginning with the eighteenth hole. The
team with the lowest score per hole will be determined the winner of the event. In
case of atiefor President’s Cup Points, all teamswill receive equal points.

The best ball must be marked and then all balls must be played within 1 foot on either
side of the original spot, but not closer to the hole.

The ball may not be rolled or improved in a hazard.

The ball may not be rolled from the rough to the fairway or from the fringe to the
putting surface.

If the best ball isin asand trap, the lie cannot be improved. It must be played asis by
the player who hit the ball into the trap. The other three players may rake and place
their balls within a one-foot arc of the original spot (NOT CLOSER TO THE PIN)
and then attempt to hit their ball.

Men will play the BLUE tees and women the RED TEES.

There will be allowed a maximum of 10 strokes per hole.
